INTERNATIONAL BADMINTON CHAMPIONSHIPS
TOURNAMENT PROSPECTUS - CONDITIONS

1. No player shall be eligible to compete unless he or she is a player in good standing with his or her national member association.

2. The Championships will be conducted under the rules of the Badminton World Federation, the Instructions of the Badminton Europe Circuit and BADMINTONscotland including the prohibition of doping for which tests may be carried out.  Players selected for Testing should be notified only after completing their last match of the day.  Should a Player be notified before completing the Player's last match of the day, the Player may request a delay in reporting to Doping Control until after the Player's last match has been played. In such cases, the DCO or Chaperone will keep the Player under continuous observation until the Player has completed the last match and is ready to report to Doping Control.
3. The following entries will be accepted into the main draw : Men's Singles = 64; Women's Singles = 64; Men's Doubles = 32; Women's Doubles = 32; Mixed Doubles = 32.  There will be no more than three rounds in any qualifying event.

4. Yonex AS50 feather shuttlecocks will be used exclusively.

5. Entries, in order of strength and in national ranking order in each event, must be sent by the national member association to BADMINTONscotland, Cockburn Centre, 40 Bogmoor Place, Glasgow G51 4TQ by NOT LATER THAN TUESDAY 27 OCTOBER 2009.   Late entries will not be accepted.  In accordance with Badminton Europe’s Regulation 17.1 the member association that enters a player into a Circuit tournament is responsible for paying the entry fees for that player.  The entry fees become due if a player is entered and has not been withdrawn by the Member Association by midnight local time on the closing date.  The entry fees must be paid at the same time as the entries are submitted.  Entry fees will not be refunded in the event of a withdrawal.  If the entry fees have not been received before the draw is made then the players will not be accepted into the draw.  If, by special arrangement, BADMINTONscotland agree to allow entry fees to be paid at the Championships, they must be paid prior to the players first scheduled match, failure to do so will mean they will not be allowed to play.    For all players withdrawing in the meantime, BADMINTONscotland will invoice the entry fee to the relevant Member Association.  This will be sent by registered mail, will clearly show a deadline for payment and will state that if no payment is received by the deadline the invoice, registration coupon and original invoice will be forwarded to Badminton Europe.  Such invoices will be sent within two months of the end of the Championships.  Entries may be refused if players have outstanding fees from previous years.  All entries must be confirmed by the National Association.  BADMINTONscotland will acknowledge all entries.

6. If a player who is accepted into a tournament withdraws from the entire competition for any reason whatsoever within 7 days before the first scheduled match of the tournament, the Member Association entering the player shall make a payment of EURO 100.- to Badminton Europe.  No entry fees will be refunded or cancelled if a player withdraws from the tournament for any reason whatsoever. 

7. After entering a player(s) in the tournament it is the Member Associations responsibility to secure visas for their players if required.  Member Associations are advised to contact BADMINTONscotland immediately if they require to apply for visas.  Names of competing players and coaches should be clearly shown.  An official invitation letter will then be sent to the Member Association.  Member Associations should apply for visas immediately thereafter. 

8. The Qualifying Rounds are part of the Championships.  However, competitors indicating their unwillingness to qualify on the official entry form who are not accepted into the main draw will have their entry fees refunded.  The entry fees for the 2009 Bank of Scotland International Badminton Championships are as follows :

9. Closing date for entries TUESDAY 27 OCTOBER 2009.
10. All competitors must be prepared to play at the times determined for the events for which they have entered.  The Order of Play is :

(should TV coverage be obtained the finals may commence earlier.  Any alteration would be notified 

  prior to the commencement of the event)
The presentation to all winners and runners-up will take place at the prize giving ceremony following the conclusion of the final match.  Players are reminded when booking flights home on Sunday that the finals may not finish until 6.00 pm, depending on the start time, and also that they may be selected for dope testing – they should therefore book their flights accordingly.
11. The draw will be seeded in accordance with the regulations of the Badminton World Federation.  Badminton Europe will make the draw.

12. The period for knocking-up before any match shall not exceed three minutes.

13. Clothing and advertising must conform to the Badminton World Federation Competition Regulations 19 to 23.  For Badminton Europe Circuit International Challenge Tournaments the name on the back of the shirts is mandatory for all matches in the main draw and it is mandatory that doubles partners wear the same colour for semi-finals and finals.
14. BWF has the right to use photographs, film material or any other image of players taken during events sanctioned by BWF.  If for legal reasons such use requires the consent of the player concerned, the Member Association must ensure that such consent is obtained before entering the player.

15. When a player is entered in a BWF sanctioned event, televising/broadcasting and still photography of that event is permitted at all associated venues (including training/practice) without further need to seek the consent of the player or Member Association concerned.  Television signals can be shown in any and all territories on live or recorded television, Internet, web casting, audio, film and other media of similar nature.

16. The committee reserves the right to add to or alter these Conditions.  Its decision in all matters will be final.
